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Executive Summary 

 

 

The Healthy Schools, Healthy Future Conference aimed to showcase and promote 

primary and secondary school-based positive body image and nutrition initiatives to a 

number of teachers, parents and health professionals within the Hume region. 

 

The conference was well attended by 66 participants. Primary and Secondary School 

students also attended various parts of the day. 

 

The evaluation results highlighted that the day successfully met the conference 

objectives, with overall very positive feedback in regards to every aspect ï from the 

venue and catering to each presentation itself. In addition to these results, the follow-up 

evaluation feedback was also positive with many of the participants using the 

information sought at the conference to share with others or to plan initiatives within the 

school. 

 

Due to the lack of feedback on potential topics for future conferences, the need for 

future events is unclear.  However, other organisations such as those participating in 

the organising committee may be interested in pursuing a school conference in the 

future.   Topics of interest appear to be related to mental health promotion, bullying, 

self-esteem, healthy relationships and/or sexual health.  Full support of a future initiative 

would be given by Goulburn Valley Community Health Service. 
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Background 

 

The idea of having a school conference emerged from the Healthy Schools, Healthy 

Kids Conference 2007 Evaluation Report recommendations. The recommendations 

suggested that: 

¶ Another conference should focus on child and adolescent health in secondary 

school settings and include a broader representation of topics including body image 

in addition to physical activity and nutrition. 

¶ The conference planning continues to be undertaken by a conference steering 

committee to ensure broad representation and to maintain a balance in content and 

process. 

¶ Another conference for education staff, parents and health professionals be held, 
with clear objectives relating to information sharing, practical initiatives and 
networking in the area of child and adolescent health in school-based settings. 

These recommendations, along with the direction Goulburn Valley Community Health 

Service (GVCHS) was taking in regards to child health promotion, provided an 

opportunity for the service to invest in such an initiative.  

 

Aims: 

1. To provide an opportunity for teachers, health professionals and parents from the 

Hume region to share, discuss and debate nutrition and positive body image 

strategies. 

2. To increase awareness of the approaches that teachers, health professionals and 

parents can implement to promote, facilitate and support nutrition and/or positive 

body image in both primary and secondary schools. 

3. To enhance the capacity of teachers, health professionals and parents to implement 

nutrition and positive body image initiatives in primary and secondary school 

settings. 

4. To develop a report to present key findings from the conference. 

 

 

Objectives:

¶ Have increased knowledge and awareness of nutrition and positive body image 

initiatives  

¶ Feel motivated to implement nutrition and/or positive body image initiatives in 

their school 
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¶ Feel more confident to implement nutrition and/or positive body image initiatives

¶ Current research in positive body image programs 

¶ Positive body image initiatives in primary and secondary schools 

¶ Nutrition initiatives in primary and secondary schools

Her Doctoral thesis 

involves the evaluation of two school-based body image interventions for young 

adolescents. Shanel is an Associate Member of the Australian Psychological Society 

and a registered Provisional Psychologist. Her areas of special interest include the 

prevention and early intervention of body image and disordered eating behaviour and 

the treatment of eating disorders.

Key evaluation questions included:

Evaluation method 

 

A questionnaire was developed to collect information about the conference processes 

and impacts. This questionnaire was included in the conference packs (see Appendix 4. 

Evaluation and Feedback form). 

The questionnaire sought feedback about the conference organisation in general, as 

well as assessing participantsô level of confidence and motivation in relation to the 

conference objectives and suggestions for future events. 

A 2 month post-conference follow-up evaluation has also been developed. This 

evaluation form will be mailed out in November to collect information about the longer 

term impact of the conference (see Appendix 5. 2 month follow-up evaluation form).

46 evaluation forms were completed and returned (70% return rate) and included in this 

sample. 
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Participant Details 

 

 

There was a reasonable representation of all target groups at the conference, 

particularly from primary school teachers and ñotherò.  Those in the other category were; 

not stated; school psychologist; education worker; school assistant; student wellbeing 

coordinator; social worker; childcare coordinator; long day care worker; youth worker 

and students. 
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Rating the sessions 

Participants were asked to rate the various sessions throughout the day. 

1) Opening Session:  Health Promoting Schools Concept 

Tanya Sofra - Health Promotion Worker 

 

63% of respondents rated the opening session as good ï excellent.   There was 

however, mixed feedback, with one particpant stating it was at a very basic level, with 

another commenting on not being able to understand it, or how it can be applied to the 

school setting.   

Comments: 

¶ Great to realise there is assistance out there and where to get it 

¶ Very enthusiastic, informative, gave a good overview and introduction 

¶ Already felt that we have a health promotion focus at school 

¶ Underestimated the good programs already in schools 
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2) Speaker 1: Whole of School Approach, Rushworth P-12 College Experience

The Rushworth P-12 experience was very well received and rated as one of the best   

conference presentations, with 83% of respondents rating it as either very good or 

excellent.

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4) Keynote Speaker: Delivering Body Image Interventions in School

A mixed response to this presentation is apparent, with 66.5% of respondents rating it 

from good to excellent and a lower percentage (26%) rating it as poor to average.   

Possible reasons cited for this included lack of time and participant understanding and 

education around research and statistics. 

Comments: 

¶ Excellent presentation with outstanding knowledge, provided a great link between 
research and applying in a practical setting 

¶ Was confusing 

¶ I would like practical ideas to use, not just research 

¶ More time needed to explain concepts ï very interesting 
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5) Concurrent Sessions: Session 1: Stephanie Alexander Kitchen Garden and 
Healthy Fruit Tuesday

that did rated this presentation highly.

reflecting the perceived relevance of the presentations included in each session.   
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Again the boys talk/girls talk session was rated very highly, with 87% of attendants 

rating is as being good to excellent.

8) Be Active, Eat Well Go For Your Life Program

Fewer participants responded well to this presentation, with 56% rating it from poor to 

good and only 23% as very good to excellent. Reasons for this may have been 

participants having a focus on practical interventions they can adopt, more so than 

health promotion at a more strategic level.

of respondents rating from good to excellent.  Many participants felt more time could 

have been allocated to this speaker.
